INFORMATION ON SBDM SCHOOL COUNCIL.

What is the school council?  The council is the governing body for this school. It determines school policy for curriculm, staffing, discipline, scheduling, instructional practices, extra-curricular activities and other matters pertinent to the operation of the school.

 What does the SBDM Council do?  The SBDM approves: Budgeting, Textbooks/Instructional Materials, consults with the principal before hiring of teacher/staff, approves and monitors policies related to curriculum, homework, class assignments and school activities and programs.
Who serves on the council?  2 parents, 3 teachers & the principal.

Who may run for council?    Any parent, stepparent, foster parent or legal guardian of a student who will be attending the school durning the parent’s term of office. A parent is ineligible if he/she is an employee or a relative of an employee of that school or the district central office, or a local school board member or the spouse of a school board member.

What are the responsibilities of the parent representatives?           

1. Represent all parents/guardians of every student in the school.  2. Communicating with the parents to find out what is wanted by implementing the following ways to communicate: a. PTA meetings, PTA/School Newsletters, Providing contact information (email, phone) to the parents. Visiting with parents at school functions 3. Complete SBDM training (6 hours). 4. Attend SBDM Council Meeting.

If I want to run for council, what do I do?  Complete a nomination form and return by March 29th at 3p.m. to the school office. You may nominate yourself or another parent, if you have that parent’s consent.

How can I find out more?  The nominee’s names will be available to parents and their will be a candidate forum on April 18th, at 6:30 pm in the cafeteria.

Who may vote in the election?   Any Parent, stepparent, foster parents, legal guardians of students attending school.

When do we vote?   Voting will take place April 22nd , 2011, @ Maxwell 7:30-9:00 am, 2:30-6:00 pm. Two parent members will be elected to serve on the council. There will not be an absentee ballot allowed.
